Commentary
The monument is now embedded in the inner
wall of a restaurant, near S. Proto, a church "
located on the ancient road connecting Aquileia
to the vicus Cantianorum or Aquae Gradatae *.
In this area there was a necropolis and many
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other termini sepulcrales are embedded in the
wall of the church 2'.

The letters of the inscriptions are generally in
good condition; they are made with a triangular
section groove, with prominent apicaturae. The
stele is preserved in its integrity only in the
upper part, where the arching is still evident,
whereas other areas are damaged: the bottom
and right parts, in fact, are fragmentary; and
the left side of the stone is damaged by a deep
chipping.

LI. 2-3. The first S letters of both lines are of
greater height (respectively 6 and 5 cm) than
the other letters, presumably a graphic choice
of the stonecutter.

L. 4. Ligature between the letters N and D.

LI. 5-6 on the damaged part on the left there is
not enough room for the usual in f{ronte) and in
a(gro) formulas, which were thus probably sub-
stituted with the shortened form i(n) f{ronte) and
i(n) a(gro), already known in nearby Aquileia >
The L(ocus) m(onumenti) formula is the most
attested on termini sepulcrali from the Aquileia
area >, well attested also in San Canzian ?*. The
sepulchral area has a rectangular shape with the
frontal side exactly half as large as the in agro
side; this size, 16 x 32 feet, is one of the most
attested in Aquileia .

The Caesernii, a gens probably of Etruscan
origin %, are a well known and one of the most
notable families in Aquileia, where their pres-
ence is evident since the late Republican Age;
from this city they moved also to Noricum,
Pannonia and Dalmatia ¥’. Their wealth, indi-
cated by the high number of freedmen attest-
ed 2, was certainly due to their economic
activities, probably related to metals processing
and trade ?. This family reached a preeminent
and prestigious rank not only in Aquileia and it
is known for two senators *. The most typical
praenomina of this family are Tifus and, like
on our stone, Sextus. Other Sextii Caesernii are
known in Aquileia *', especially between 1* and
2 century AD, and we can chronologically
assign our terminus sepulcralis to this period
of time. The cognomen could be Secundus or
Tucundus, both of very common use *.

Commentary

The stone is now embedded in a wall, reused
as building material; it has been severely dam-
aged and only letters of the 1st line are now
visible. The edge is partially preserved only in
the upper part, displaying a short section of the
usual arching of the crowning. Letters are made
with a triangular section groove, with apicatu-
rae.

The L(ocus) m(onumenti) formula is the most
attested on termini sepulcrales of Aquileia
area *. The fragment should be generically
assignable to 1* century AD - beginning of 2™
century AD for palaeographic reasons.
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A close comparison should be considered with
a very similar — also in terms of size — fragmen-
tary terminus, which comes from San Canzian
and is kept in the Antiquarium by the parish
church *.
